AN ACT 
To amend the Poultry Products Inspection Act to extend the application thereof 

to the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands. 

Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assembled, That section 4 of 
the Poultry Products Inspection Act (71 Stat. 441) is amended by 
striking section 4(a) and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 

" (a ) the term 'commerce' means commerce between any State 
or the District of Columbia, and any place outside thereof; or 
between points within the same State or the District of Columbia, 
but through any place outside thereof; or within the District of 
Columbia; and the term 'State' includes the Commonwealth of 
Puerto Rico amd the Virgin Islands*"

[H. R. 8434] rp,j jiuthorizc the Secretary of Agriculture to sell and convey a certain parcel of 

land to the city of Mount Shasta, California. 

Be It enacted hy the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assem^bled, That the Secretary 
of Agriculture is authorized to sell and convey to the city of Mount 
Shasta, California, by quitclaim deed, at its appraised value as deter­
mined by him, all the right, title, and interest of the United States 
in and to that certain parcel of land containing four and one-half 
acres, more or less, located in Siskiyou County, California, adjacent 
to the city of Mount Shasta, conveyed to the United States by Enrico 
Spini and Anunzia Spini, and further described as follows: 

The south one-half of the southwest quarter of the southwest quar­
ter of the northwest quarter of section 22, township 40 north, range 4 
west. Mount Diablo base and meridian, excepting, a strip of land 
approximately 60 feet wide and approximately 330 feet long on the 
west side of said tract, deeded to the State of California and used as a 
State liighway right-of-way.
