No funds appropriated to the Bureau of Reclamation for operation
and maintenance, except those derived from advances by water users,
shall be used for the particular benefits of lands (a) within the
boundaries of an irrigation district, (b) of any member of a water
users’ organization, or (¢) of any individual when such district, or-

ization, or individual is in arrears for more than twelve months
in the payment of charges due under a contract entered into with
the United States pursuant to laws administered by the Bureau of
Reclamation.

For necessary operating expenses of the Commission in carrying out
the purposes of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended, including
the employment of aliens; services authorized by section 15 of the Act
of Au 2, 1946 (5 U.S.C. 55a) ; hire, maintenance and operation of
aircraft; publication and dissemination of atomic information; pur-

Public Law 89-300
AN ACT

To amend title 38 of the United States Code to anthorize the administrative
settlement of tort claims arising in foreign countries, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That () subcha!ﬂfr
IIT of chapter 3 of title 38, United States Code, is amended by adding
a new section 236 as follows:

“§ 236, Administrative settlement of tort claims arising in foreign
countries

“The Administrator may pay tort claims, in the manner authorized
in the first paragraph of section 2672 of title 28, when such claims
arise in foreign countries in connection with Veterans’ Administra-
tion operations abroad. A claim may not be allowed under this sec-
tion unless it is presented in writing to the Administrator or his
designee within two years after the claim accrues.”

(b) The analysis of chapter 8 of such title 38, is amended by adding
at the end thereof the following:

“236. Administrative settlement of tort claims arising in foreign countries.”

(¢) Section 235 of title 38, United States Code, is amended to read
as follows: “The Administrator may, under such rules and regulations
as may be prescribed by the President or his designee, provide to per-
sonnelyof tEe Veterans’ Administration who are [%r?ited States citizens
